This project includes 
reconstructing the Turnpike interchanges at Okeechobee Boulevard and Jog Road, including the addition of a new 
northbound Turnpike entrance ramp from Jog Road and a southbound Turnpike exit ramp to Jog Road. Additionally, this 
project includes reconstructing the bridges at Okeechobee Boulevard and Jog Road to increase longevity and reinforce 
durability. Sound barrier walls will be constructed along qualifying residential areas. Safety upgrades feature the installation

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of new roadway lighting, updated signage, fresh pavement markings, and guardrail to promote safer and more efficient travel. 
Construction will continue through 2030. Approximate cost: $236 million.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  Wrong-Way Vehicle Detection Technology is being implemented at additional locations 
on Florida’s Turnpike/S.R. 821, from Allapattah Road/SW 112 Avenue to Tamiami Trail/U.S. 41/SW 8 Street in Miami-Dade 
County. The project aims to improve safety by providing wrong way driving detection systems along with new highly reflective 
signage and pavement markings, which will increase visibility in all lighting and weather conditions. These enhancements 
will assist in monitoring, detecting, and preventing wrong-way drivers, and notifying law enforcement and Traffic Management 
Center staff for response. Construction is scheduled to continue through late 2026. Approximate cost: $3.3 million.
